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OVERVIEW

Best management practicdlBMP<0) are measures that reduce nonpoint source tpalis that

enter the waterways. Nonpoint soupmlutants come from nespecific locations. Examples of
nonpoint source pollutants are lawn fertilizers, pesticides, and other farm chemicals, animal
wastes, oils from street surfaces and sadal areasand sediment from agriculture, construction,
mining and forestry. Theseoliutants are washed off the grodadsurface by stomwater and
flushed into receiving storm sewers, ditches and streams. BMPs can be implemented during
construction and as part of a projisatesign to permanently address nonpoint source pollutants.
Thereare three general categories of BMPs:

Avoidance: setting constructiqgommojects back from the stream.

STRUCTURAL PROJECTS have traditionally been used by communities to control flows and
water suface elevations. Structural projects keep flood waters away from an Hney are
usually designed by engineers and managed or maintained by public works staff. These
measures are popular with many because fisey® flooding problems. However, structural
projects have several important shortcomings that need to be kephdnwhen considering

them for flood hazard mitigation:

They are expensive, sometimes requiring capital bond issues and/or cost sharing with Federal
agerties, such as the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers or the Natural Resources Conservation
Service.

They dsturb the land and disrupt natural water flows, often destroying habitats or requiring
Environmental Assessments.

They are built to a certain flood protection level that can be exceeded by a larger flood,
causing extensive damage.

They can create a falserse of security when people protected by a structure believe that no
flood can ever reach them.

They requireregular maintenance to ensure that they continue to provide tesgnd
protection level.

Action #12: Elevate Remaining 95 Homes in the Dry Creek Watershed

Issue/Background: Historically, flooding in the Dry Creek watershed has been a major
concern. The February 1986 flood caused widespread damage in most of the Dry Creek
watershed. Neaylall bridges and culverts were overtopped, with 30 sustaining embankment
damages and one crossing washing out; two bridges over Dry Creek were damaged, street
caveins occurred at a number of locations, and over 125 homes flooded. Of the 145 homes
subjet to historical flooding within the Watershed, 95 structures remairefexated. Of these
95remaining homes, 280 declined initial grant money for elevation as did the three repetitive
loss structures. Placer County is not only concerned with exitioding problems, but with

future problems resulting from increased growth and development in the area. According to the
1992 Dry Creek Watershed, Flood Control Plan, substantial flood damages will occur with the
100-year flood under existing conditionsAreas with the most extensive and frequent damages
include areas in the location of the 95 homes. The report indicates that some of these areas are
susceptible to flooding from storms as frequent as thged® storm. Elevating the remaining

95 homeswill reduce future flooerelated losses.
