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Lt. Governor Headlines Event
Gavin Newsom, 44, was elected as the 49th Lieutenant Governor of the State of 
California on November 2, 2010. His top priorities are economic development and 
job creation, improving access to higher education, and maintaining California’s 
environmental leadership.

The son of retired State Appellate Justice William and Tessa Newsom, he grew up 
in the San Francisco Bay Area and Dutch Flat, Placer County. He attended Santa 
Clara University on a partial baseball scholarship, graduating in 1989 with a B.A. 
in political science.

After college, Newsom sold orthotics and worked as an assistant at a real estate 
firm. In 1991, Newsom recruited investors and founded PlumpJack, a wine shop, 
which he grew into a thriving enterprise of 15 businesses including wineries, 
restaurants, and hotels.

In 1997, San Francisco’s Mayor Willie Brown appointed him to the City’s Board of 
Supervisors. Voters elected Newsom to the Board in 1998 and re-elected him in 
2000 and 2002.

In 2003, Newsom was elected the youngest Mayor in San Francisco in more than 
a century.

In 2007, Newsom was re-elected with more than 73% of the vote, building upon 
the successes of his first term, launching new environmental initiatives and a 
comprehensive strategy to transform one of the City’s most troubled neighborhoods 
into a life sciences, digital media, and clean tech center. 

Newsom also balanced seven consecutive budgets on time during national 
economic instability without laying off a single teacher, police officer, or firefighter. 

In the final days of his second term as Mayor, Newsom led a historic drive to host 
the 2013 America’s Cup, one of the largest and most prestigious sporting events 
in the world, which is expected to generate roughly 8,000 jobs and $1.2 billion 
for the local and state economy.  In May of 2012, he began hosting the Gavin 
Newsom Show on Current TV, an hour-long program airing Friday nights at 8 p.m.

Newsom is married to Jennifer Siebel Newsom. They have two 
children, Montana born in 2009 and Hunter born in 2011.  The 
Lt. Governor remains a regular in Dutch
