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southeastern corner of the site. Aquatic features on-site include a Nevada Irrigation District
(NID) canal, a seasonal wetland swale fed by outflow from the NID canal, and several
depressional seasonal wetlands. These features are further described in the Results section.
There are no previously-mapped National Wetlands Inventory (NWTI) features for this site.

The wetland delineation was conducted in late winter of 2008. Average annual rainfall in the
area is approximately 36.51 inches per year (NOAA 2002). The last major rain event prior to
the site visit was 14 March 2008, when the area received 0.05 inches of precipitation (CDWR
2008). A total of 19.12 inches of rain have fallen so far during the 2007-2008 rain season
(NOAA 2008). During the field surveys, most of the vegetation was in bloom and identifiable to
species, although some plants were not yet in bloom, and were identifiable only to genus. The
depressional wetlands on-site were not inundated during the field surveys and the ephemeral

drainage was dry, but the seasonal wetland swale was actively flowing.

The blue oak woodland on-site is dominated by blue oak (Quercus douglasii), interior live oak
(Q. wislizenii), honeysuckle (Lonicera species), wood rush (Luzula comosa), and California
buttercup (Ranunculus californicus). Other species commonly observed in this community on-
site include grey pine (Pinus sabiniana), poison-oak ( Toxicodendron diversilobum), canyon live
oak (Quercus chrysolepis), toyon (Heteromeles arbutifolia), buck brush (Ceanothus cuneatus),
whiteleaf manzanita (Arctostaphylos viscida), hedgehog dogtail grass (Cynosurus echinatus),
shooting star (Dodecatheon clevelandii), Medusahead grass ( 7Taeniatherum caput-medusae),
hedge-parsley ( 7orilis arvensis), soft geranium (Geranium molle), cut-leaf geranium (Geranium
dissectum), spring vetch ( Vicia sativa), soap root (Chlorogalum species), miner’s lettuce
(Claytonia perfoliata), chickweed (Stellaria media), Bolander’s bedstraw (Galium bolanderi),
goose grass (G. aparine), sanicle (Sanicula species), California saxifrage (Saxifraga californica),
blue dicks (Dichelostemma capitatum), rose clover ( Trifolium hirtum), slender phlox (Phlox

gracifis), common sandweed (Athysanus pusilius), and Venus' needle (Scandix pecten-veneris).
The annual grassland on-site is dominated by Medusahead grass. Other species commonly

occurring within this community on-site include barbed goatgrass (Aegilops triuncialis),
hedgehog dogtail grass, Fitch’s spikeweed (Hemizonia fitchii), soft brome (Bromus hordeaceus),
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
