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A.1.1 Geography and Climate

The City of Auburn is located on the western slope of the Sierra Nevada Range tibredeva
between 1,000 and 1,400 feet above mean sea level (fsburn is the county seat of Placer
County and is also located at the crossroads88f &and Highway 49.The City is about 7.5
square miles in area and rests near the confluence of the &mdtiMiddle Forks of the
American River. Mountainous wildernesganyonsand the western slope of the Sierra Nevada
Range lie adjacent eastwarghile gentle rolling foothillswell-suited for agriculture lie to the
west. The crest of the Sierra Nevadeas lpproximately 45 miles eastwashd the Central
Valley lies approximately 10 miles to the west.

Auburn consists oftwo distinct areasthe incorporated ity and the greater Auburarea.
Auburnds average temperatures ras@®m the high 80°F to mid 96°duiing the summer to the
mid 30°F to high 40°Rluring the winter. Auburn receivesan average of 34.4inches of rain
and 1.2 inches of snow annually

A.1.2 History

Auburn is well known for its California gold rush historyin 1849,a mining camp becagn
officially known as Auburn and by 1850, Aub@npopulation had reached 1,500 peopke.
Frenchman named Claude Chana first discovered gold in the Auburn Ravine in 1848. By 1849
the North Fork Dry Diggings had become a westablished mining camp. Laterthe yearthe

camp was officially named Auburn. Because Auburn waha@t distance from Sacramento
centrally located in the gold country, and located just below the snow liregatrie known as

the fjumping offo spot for the minersBy 1865, Auburrhad developed into a permanent town

with the Central Pacific Railroad connecting people to the akeaurn was first incorporated in

1860 and again in 1888y 1900 the population of Auburn was just over 2,000.

A.1.3 Economy

The City®s economic baseonsists of retail sales and servicescreational and healthcare
services;and light manufacturing.Auburn owns and operates the Auburn Municipal Airport.
The city encourages industrial growth through its Airport Industrial Park and light industry in
other parts of the city.

Of the total labor force population, approximately (B centwere employed as management,
professional,and related occupationgyhile another 28ercentwere employed in technical,
sales, and administrative support occupation®ther common occupations were service
occupations (1percen} and precisions production, craft, and repair occupatiopsr@ny.

From its origins as a mining camp, Auburn has emerged as a community of strong historic
character, cultural enrichment, csomic diversity, and a destination point for outstanding
outdoor recreation.Auburn historic culture is being sustained by way of its museums and

antique stores and the preservation and renovation of its residences and commercial buildings.
Four commecial districts provide a wide variety of shopping and dining experiences.

The nearby Auburn State Recreatiomed (ASRA) and the American River Canyon support a
diverse range of recreational activities from whitewater rafting and kayaking to fishing and
hiking. Auburn is also home to many challenging sporting endurance events, including: Western
States 100 mile Endurance Run/UltraMarathibe Tevis Cup 100 mile equestrian ridgad the

Rio Del Lago 100 mile endurance run.

Growth and Development Trends

Since the 2000 U.S. Census, the City of Aul@ipopulation has grown by 5 percent. Auldsirn
growth rate is significantly lower than Placer Countgrowth which is estimated at p&rcent

In comparison to other cities in the county, Auburn has not experienced the same growth and
thus has been able to retain a small town atmosphere.

The 2008Metropolitan TransportationPlan (MTP)projects the city will grow by 2%ercent
between 2005 and 203%According to projections, Auburn is expected to reach a population of
17,985 by 2035
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The number of households in the City of Auburn increased from 5,302 in 2000 to 5,731 in 2006;
equatingto an 8percentncrease. Since 2000, the number of househwdsncreased at a faster
rate than the Ci population due to a slight decrease in the household size frarto234

The number of housing units increased frét802 in 2000 to 5,73in 2006, an 8percent
increase. The City of Auburn has not expecied the same population growth and housing unit
construction as experienced in the larger cities in Placer County during the first part of the
decade.

Sacramento Council of Governments (SACOG) is responsible for determining future housing
needs for a six amty region, which includes Placer County. According to SAGOZ08
Regional Housing Needs Plan, the City of Auburn has a total housing construction need of 307
units, which equates to an annual need of approximately 44 units for the@DBglanning
period. TheSACOG 2035 MTRprojects the number of housing units will total 7,868 by the year
2035.

The 2008 Housing Element identifies numerous areas within the City of Auburn that are in the
planningstageor have been approved for development of new sigidns. TableA.7 provides

the number of lots, acreages, location, and status of residential subdivisions in the planning
stages or approved by the city.

Also identified in the 2008 Housing Elemeist the future residential development potential
within the City. The following is a description of the available vacant land in the City and the
number of units that could potentially be accommodated in low, medium, aneldmgity
districts.

e Auburn has approximately 14 acres of land, consisting of 30 snfifllkites, zoned for high
densities (915 units per acre) that could accommodate between 125 and 209 new dwelling
units. This highdensity zoned land is located in the @tyoning Ordinance designation R
3. High density residential is allowed in the @&l Business District () and Regional
Commercial District (€3). There are approximately 13 acres in th2 District that could
accommodate an additional 114 to 191 miathily units and 18 acres in the XDistrict
that could accommodate and additial 156 to259 multifamily units. High density
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residential isallowed in the Neighborhood Commercial-{{ districts with a use permit.
There are 2 acres this zone that could accommodate and addition&d 71 6nits.

e Auburn has approximately 27 acresland, consisting of 29 small infill parcels, zoned for
mediumdensities (@o 10 units per acre) that could accommodate betweendlD89 new
dwelling units. This mediundensity zoned land is located in the @Gtyoning Ordinance
designation R2 (betwee 6to 10 units per acre), R4, R17, and R18.5.

e Auburn has approximately 309 acres of land zoned fordemsities(O to 4 units per acre)
that could accommodate up to 567 new dwelling units. Thesedengity zoned lands are
located inthe Cityds Zonirg Ordinance designations AR, R0, R:15, and R3120.

Most of the vacant parcels scattered throughout the City are surrounded by existing development
and could be classified as infill. However, due to the topography of the City vacant land could
possiblyhave constraints that might include limited access, wetlands, native trees, and geologic
constraintsFigure A.7illustrates the locations of available vacant land in the City.

Flood

Auburnis traversed bgeveral stream systems and is at risk to both they@é@0flood as well as

to localized stormwater floodingccording to the Safety Element of Aub&rGeneral Plan, the
average aruml rainfall totals 35 inches, analthough no major flooding is expected in the
planning area, intermittent flooding and sheet wash occur along major drainage channels and
adjoining areas on scattered sites. Areas with flood hazards are the natuesjedcliannels of

the Auburn Ravine, Dutch Ravine and Rock Creek, and the tunnel section of the Auburn Ravine
under Old Town Other flood hazard ams includethe numerous undesized bridge and
culverts within the Auburn/Bowman Area.

As previously desded in Section £.120f the main plan, the Placer County Planning Area and

the City of Auburnhave been subject to historical flooding/ithin the City of Auburn, much of

the flood damage occurs as a result of localized stormwater flooding, with lieibeddamage
occurring in the 10§ear and greater floodplainsdost recently, flooding occurred December
2005/January 2006 as a result of heavy stormwater runoff caused by severe winter storms
Although actual damages were minimal, the storms imgacaémsit on public roads and caused
some business closures due to limited access. Stormwater infrastructure also sustained limited
damage.

RL properties are located in an older, boiit residential neighborhood with older
infrastructure. Repetitive flooding is generally a result @bmbination of poor drainage and
homes with basements. Recent drainage improvements in the area may have alleviated some of
the flooding issues to these RL structures.

Localized Flooding/Severe Weather Areas

thunderstormscan often pose a risk to the community. Primary concerns include impacts to
infrastructurethat provides a means of ingress and egress throughout the community.

According to historical hazard data, severe weather is an annual occurreribe @ity of
Auburn. Damageand disaster declarations relatedsevereweather have occurred and will
continue to occur in the futureHeavy rain andhunderstorms are the most frequent type of
severeweather occurrence in the ared/ind and lightning often accompany these storms and
have caused damage in the pd3toblemsassociated with the primary effects of severe weather
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include flooding, paverent deterioration, washouts, high water crossings, landslide/mudslides,
debris flows, and downed trees. Tallell presented above in the discussion of the flood
hazard details those areas within the City that are most often affected during thesedreavy st
events.

Wildfire

Three types of fires are of concern to the City of Aubwitdland, wildland urbaninterface,
and, to a lesser extent, structural fires. According to the Safety Element of A&u@eneral
Plan, wildland and urban interface fires bawccurred close to or encroached into the City,
especially in the heavilyukeledareas to theast angouth. Urban structural fires have been due
largely to human accidentgjith are theolder buildings in theCity business districtthe most
vulnerable
