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Wes graduated in 1966 from Newark College of Engineering, in Newark, NJ,

with a B.S. Civil Engineering.  From1966 to 1976 he worked for Edwards & Kelcey, Inc., a consulting engineering firm in Newark, NJ and Philadelphia PA. He rose to Project Engineer and for 2 years served as manager of the firm’s Philadelphia office. He worked as a designer on several major freeway projects in New Jersey, Pennsylvania and Connecticut as well as a project to signalize 120 intersections in the City of Philadelphia. 


Wes lived in Phoenix, Arizona from 1976 to 1980.  He was employed first by the firm of L. H. Bell & Associates as Chief Engineer and was project manager of a 1.5-mile section of the Superstition Freeway in Tempe, AZ and a 150-unit condominium project in Tucson.  He also worked for Coe & Van Loo, Inc, another consulting engineering firm.  While there he became Assistant Vice President and was project manager for the design of several residential projects in the Phoenix area as well as the project manager on a Highway Safety project on Interstate 10 for the Arizona Department of Transportation.
