Thursday, June 12, 2008
A regular meeting of the West Placer Municipal Advisory Council was held on Thursday, June 12, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at the Dry Creek School, Roseville, Ca.

1.  Call to Order:  Chairperson Stillman called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm and recognized Supervisor Rockholm and thanked him for attending.

2.  Approval of the Minutes of May 8, 2008:  Terry Webb moved to approve the minutes of May 8, 2008 as presented. Darryl Osborne seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
3.  Approval of the Agenda:  Darryl Osborne moved to approve the agenda. Terry Webb seconded.  Motion carried 3-0.
4.    Public Comment: Supervisor Rockholm announced that the County had worked closely with the school district and has authorized the contractor to close Cook Riolo to thru traffic from June 20 to Aug 10 in order to complete the work necessary to have Cook Riolo ready for the opening of school.  This will include the placement of a temporary light at the bridge as well as widening at the school entrance area and placement of a light there.  It was also announced that Shannon Herdegen (Sheriff’s community service officer) was official sworn in this week and has successfully passed her 6 month probationary period.  Linda Brown announced that there is a FAO flyer at the head table related to sewage in the Dry Creek Community for anyone wanting one.  Roseville community member Aaron Johnson addressed the MAC related to the “pork chop” (barrier at Cook Riolo/Baseline/Woodcreek Oaks), and ask for direction on how/who to go address to begin a removal process.  A brief explanation of the history was given of this issue and it was suggested that we have a traffic element on the agenda and that may or may not address this.  
 5.   Public Safety: 

A.  County Sheriff’s Department:  Shannon reported that there had been several incidents of “gas stealing” as well as the stealing of catalytic converters.  She also presented a Crime Statistics sheet, which will be available monthly to the MAC.  Shawn Bates asked about to his name added to the “Stats” e-mail list.    
B.  Cal-Fire: Chief Lopez stated that June had already been an extremely active month and two of the firefighters had been burned in the Nicholas fire as well as 2 engines destroyed.  He also noted that fire prevention items are being pursued such as disking letters, banners for no fireworks on the 4th and flyers stating such.  The fire department is holding firm to a Zero tolerance this year with the extreme dry weather.  
C.  CHP:  None 

6.  Information Items (non-action):  
     A.  Cabral Ranch (20 minutes) – Tony Gallas, Tony Gallas, Inc.  The project site is zoned Residential Single-Family combining Minimum building site of 40,000 square feet, and is located on Cook Riolo road one-quarter mile southwest of the intersection of Cook Riolo Road and vineyard road in the West Roseville area.  The project proposes a tentative subdivision Map to subdivide a 12.4-acre property into 12 single-family residential lots of 40,000 square-feet in size or larger.  The project would include construction of an on-site subdivision road and frontage improvements to Cook Riolo road, and would be connected to public sewer and surface treated water.  Mr. Gallas presented the plan to the MAC members as a “heads-up” that the applicants are beginning to move forward.  Terry complimented the project for adhering to the community plan so well.  The MAC will see this project again in about 3-4 months. 

      B.  Sundance Self Storage & Retail (20 minutes) – Alex Fisch, Associate Planner, Planning Department.  The project is located at the southwest corner of the intersection of Baseline road and Brady Lane in Roseville.  The project proposes to subdivide a 4.4 acre property into two parcels consisting of a .08 acre parcel and a 3.6 acre parcel in order to develop an automobile service station with eight fuel pumps and 5,000square feet of retail store space, and an 81,000 square foot self-storage facility with 1,200 square feet of office space and a 1,700 square foot caretaker residence.  The proponent presented the project to the MAC as described above, stated it would be the intent to sell the gas station parcel to a developer, and built the storage units similar to those they own across the street, which are currently full.  They are working with the City of Roseville related to traffic issues and with Alex Fisch in planning related to County requirements.   The acreage is zoned commercial...

C.  Transportation Element Update for the Dry Creek Community Plan (20 minutes) – Andrew Gaber, Senior Civil Engineer, department of Public Works.  The Department of Public Works (DPW) will discuss the potential road and intersection improvements to be included within the Dry Creek community Plans, circulation element update.  

7. Action Items: 
A.  Policy Amendments to the Dry Creek West Placer Community Plan (30 minutes) Paul Thompson, Principal Planner, Planning Department and Andrew Gaber, Senior Civil Engineer, Department of Public Works.  This item will be continued until the July 10, 2008 meeting. 

Andrew Gaber and Phil Vassion (DPW) presented a quick review of the previous alternatives and moved into the concept of alternative four, which would combine alternatives 2 and 3 with the consideration of widening Walerga to 6 lanes as well as Watt Ave, with a need to cut back a portion of the berms to add sound walls.  From the homeowner side there would be no change but the roadside would present sound walls on the 6 lane areas.  The alternative would also look at traffic calming elements for eight specific intersections being as follows:  Baseline/Locust, Baseline/Watt, Baseline/Walerga/Fiddyment, Baseline/Cook Riolo, PFE/Watt, PFE/Walerga, PFE/N. Antelope, and Vineyard/Cook Riolo.  This would keep PFE and Cook Riolo at two lanes and would look at the removal of the “pork chop”.  After much discussion related to the potential of sound walls within the community and the LOS of traffic intersections being “f” in many alternatives the MAC member felt the alternative had merit to be looked at.  Community member Bill Betts expressed that he did not see any problem with a revision to the sound wall concept with specific limitations to their placement on roads such as a 6 lane main road leaving the interior roads in the community rural as planned.  DPW will proceed to study this Alternative.
