Thursday, April 12, 2007
A regular meeting of the West Placer Municipal Advisory Council was held on Thursday, April 12, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the Dry Creek School, Roseville, Ca.

1.  Call to Order:  Chairperson Stillman called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

2.  Approval of the Minutes of March 8, 2007:  George Brown moved to approve the minutes of March 8, 2007 with one spelling correction (hear to heard).  Claudette Mitchell-Weismantle seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
3.  Approval of the Agenda:  Claudette Mitchell-Wesimantel moved to approve the agenda as presented. George Brown seconded. Motion carried 4-0.
4.  Public Comment: At this point in the meeting Chairperson Stillman informed the audience that there was a very full agenda and he would be restricting Public Comments as needed so as to address the agenda items listed.   Diane Howe informed the public about the current trend of “trash can thieves” who are looking for recycle items in the neighborhood.  Claudette Mitchell-Weismantle informed the community of the many events available through the Placer County Arts Council and the magazine “Perspectives”.  Shawn Bates representing the Morgan Creek/Morgan Greens HOA requested direction on the placement of a gate on Yearling Way.  George Brown stated that he did not see a problem with a gate between the two developments but that there is a process to be followed and that Planning should be contacted to proceed with that process.  It was also indicated that the gating of any development is a restricted condition in the West Placer/Dry Creek Community Master Plan and a County process would need to be followed to remove that condition for placement at the entrances of development and would also require approval of the safety agencies involved (fire/sheriff/CHP).  
5.  Public Safety: 

A.  County Sheriff’s Department:  Officer Bell reported on an out-of-control party on Pinehurst.  Supervisor Rockholm suggested that the each neighbor affected by disturbances could file small claims for a minimal fee if disturbances do not cease.

B.   C.H.P. Report: Officer Mike Ketterer reported on an accident at Watt and PFE and also a vehicle fire at Watt and Whyte.  There are also more officers (3) being assigned to Placer County. 
C.  Dry Creek Fire/Placer County Fire/CDF:  Captain DiMaggio reported on vehicle fires but no other significant fires yet.  He also thanked the community for their support at the Pancake Breakfast.  

6.  Information Items (non-action):  
     A.  Neighborhood Traffic Management Program Workshop – Rick Dondro, Assistant Director, Transportation.  Phillip Vassion represented Transportation and first reported that the No Parking issue would be on the Tues, Board of Supervisors agenda.  He then reported on the new Neighborhood Traffic Management Program which gives the communities in Placer County the opportunity to access/request traffic calming matters by the web site.  Located on the Web site are traffic calming guides for both public and private roads as well as urban and rural and citizens should note chapters 2 and 3 for making suggestions and ideas.  Diane Howe asked if the program addressed the manner to approach an issue that involves a road dealing with multiple public agencies (Placer County and Roseville City—specifically Baseline/Oak/Country Club).  Linda Brown indicated this would be a discussion in May with a full traffic report.  
    B.  Sewer User Fee Increase – Will Dickinson, Deputy Director for the Placer County Department of Facility Services.  Information will be presented on proposed increases to sewer user fees charged for County Service Area (CSA) 28  Zone 173 (Dry Creek).  This increase is being requested as the CSA has incurred higher costs due to:  a) inflation, b) new permitting requirements for public sewer collection systems, and c) higher costs charged by the City of Roseville for treating the wastewater.  
Mr. Dickinson introduced himself and presented a data sheet representing the budgetary requirements (revenues and expenditures) for the 2006-07 and 2007-08 which reflect a need for the proposed increase.  The major expenses include but are not limited to:  dismantling of the Sabre City lift station, the addition of the Dry Creek lift station upsizing, more customers to service and a required sewer management plan.  The proposed $8.80 increase per month (currently $29.34) is expected to be sufficient for 2 years.

   C.  Placer Vineyards – Paul Thompson, Community Development Resource Administration – Planning.  Placer Vineyards issues update.  Paul Thompson provided input to the MAC that there are issues related to the Placer Vineyard project that the Planning Department is readdressing.   There will be a recirculation of the portions of the EIR related to climate change, water supplies, AM traffic concerns, and an endangered species, etc.  This will provide for more Public Review beginning April 2 with a projected close of recirculation on May 16.  The target date for the Board of Supervisors is sometime in Aug. 07. The applicant is proposing a general plan amendment related to buffers.  There was a discussion on the adequacies of the buffers provided and the differences between rural/residential versus urban needs.  The MAC asked about the potential of a Board of Supervisors evening meeting in the area to express community concerns.  It was suggested by Noe Fierros (community member) that those wishing to be heard by the Board of Supervisors should try to do so both in person and in writing.  

7. Action Items: 
    A.  Whisper Creek Subdivision – bob Johnson, Planner, Towne Development of Sacramento.  Review of Whisper Creek Subdivision for recommendation to the Planning Commission (scheduled for May 10, 2007 Planning Commission Hearing).  This project is requesting a recommendation of approval of a Conditional Use Permit, Rezone and a Tentative Subdivision Map.  Whisper Creek Subdivision is a proposed 104-single family lots, including eight open space parcels, one recreational lot, three landscape lots and one private street lot.  The project site consists of  +60.6 acres and is located north of Sacramento/Placer county line, west of don Julio Road and on the south side of PFE Road. 

Bob Johnson of Towne Development introduced himself and Ken Baker from Baker Engineering and briefly reviewed the project pointing out that the water is PCWA provided, set-backs are similar to other developments on PFE, and the wetlands will be managed by a third party hired by the Homeowners Association thru the Corp of Engineers.  The only changes in the EIR address the drainage questions brought forth by Mr. Betts.  George Brown moved to approve the Whisper Creek Subdivision Plan as submitted.  Barry Sillman seconded. Motion carried 3 ayes, 0 noes, 1 abstained.
