Placer County Process in Implementing Parking Restrictions
1.
Placer County Transportation Division routinely investigates the need for parking restrictions on County roadways.  This is typically due to a parked vehicle’s potential to reduce sight distance at intersections, driveways or around curves/knuckles.

2.
The California Vehicle Code (CVC) gives authority to local jurisdictions to 

implement parking restrictions on County roadways.  Parking restrictions are only legally enforceable when approved by the Board of Supervisors.  Exceptions to this are clearly outlined by the CVC.

a. Section 22504 identifies that no vehicle shall be parked, stopped or left standing in any portion of the travel land of a roadway.  In other words, if any portion of a travel lane is blocked, the owner can be cited without implementation of “No Parking” signs or subsequent approval of the Board.

b. Section 22523 expressly prohibits the abandonment of vehicles upon any highway.  Also, no person shall abandon a vehicle upon public or private property without the express or implied consent of the owner or person in lawful possession or control of the property.

3.
A curb that is painted red is defined as the following:  Red indicates no stopping, standing, parking, whether the vehicle is attended or unattended, except that a bus may stop in a red zone marked or sign posted as a bus loading zone.

4.
Parking restrictions should only be implemented if there is a clear public safety concern to motorists, bicyclist or pedestrians.
