A regular meeting of the West Placer Municipal Advisory Council was held on Thursday, January 10, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at the Dry Creek School, Roseville, Ca.

1.  Call to Order:  Chairperson Stillman called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Mr. Stillman recognized Supervisor Rocky Rockholm and thanked him for his attendance at our meetings.

2.  Approval of the Minutes of December 13, 2007.  Terry Dee Webb moved to approve the minutes of December 13, 2007 as presented.  Claudette Mitchell-Weismantle seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
3.  Approval of the Agenda:  Darryl Osborne moved to approve the agenda. Terry Dee Webb seconded.  Motion carried 5-0
4.    Public Comment: Walt Wylie made comments related to the recent storm (Jan. 4) and the swift actions the County took to route traffic and serve residents to the best of their ability.  A community member asked a question related to the new middle school and the impact it will make on traffic/bike path.  Barry Stillman explained what the school district will be doing when the school opens and also explained that the Cook Riolo bridge is on track for replacement.  It was also discussed that the 2 stop signs in the west area (Locust/Newton/Lowell) have been approved and should be placed soon.  Bill Betts let the MAC know that the County Transportation Document is available on the Web. 
5.   Public Safety: 

A.  County Sheriff’s Department:  Public Safety Officer Shannon Herdegen reported there has been scamming solicitors in the area.  She also reported a home break in and vehicle burns.   
B.  Cal-Fire: None available.
C.  CHP:  Officer Mike Ketter reported 149 reportable accidents were recorded for 2007 which is down from the past. Darryl noted that DUI’s were up. The CHP responded to over 500 calls during the storm.  Claudette thanked everyone for their prompt and helpful actions during the storm.  Chuck Barsdale asked about the speed enforcement on Vineyard.  Officer Ketter stated they had given several tickets there and would return in a few weeks but encouraged the placements of the new signs available thru Kelly Baraga (916)663-3344 (Neighborhood Watch Program).  
6.  Information Items (non-action):  
     A.  American Vineyard Villages – Steve Schnable, John Mourier Construction, Inc.  The project is located on the south side of Vineyard Road at the southwest corner of Vineyard road and Brady Lane.  The project proposes a Tentative Subdivision Map to subdivide a 19.2+ acre parcel into 150 single-family residential lots with three landscape lots, a tot lot and two detention basins.  The project proposes to request a (1) General Plan Amendment to change the land use designation from Low Density Residential (1 to 2 dwelling units per acre) to High Density Residential 4 to 10 dwellings units per acre) and (2) Variances to reduce building setback requirements and to increase the maximum lot coverage.  Comment on Draft EIR.

    Kent Barker, of Baker Engineering, related that the Draft EIR for the project (as presented in Dec. 2007) was currently in the comment period.  The project was originally 161 units and is currently proposed at 150 single family units with no sound walls (a smart growth project).  He gave an overview of the surrounding allowable densities and this proposal is 8 units to the acre.  Comments on the Draft EIR are due on no later than January 26.  George Brown commented that the idea of a transition logic is valid but that this project does not represent a real transition and would see alternative 4 with a lot size of 8700 sq. ft. low to 11,000 sq ft at the west end (1/4 acre).  Terry Webb commented that the set back and burm on Vineyard, and the drainage mitigation were all excellent in his estimation but the density proposed is a major problem.   The traffic study does not address the additional traffic on Brady Lane and he sees Vineyard traffic as a safety problem both with cars (speeding) and there will be no walking/biking but increase of need with the children going to schools.  Terry suggested reducing density to 50 or 60 units.

Barry Stillman agreed with a transition proposal with a 50 to 60 unit density.  Office Ketter (CHP) suggested that the volume of traffic would be a big problem due to the width of Vineyard and he would like to meet with his Captain to discuss the impact.  Charlene Daniels gave him a copy of the Draft EIR.  Mike Menz complimented the developer for a very nice Draft EIR but suggested a need for an index.  Charlene Daniels informed the MAC that the public comment hearing was on January 24 with written comment open until January 26.  Any comments should address the Draft EIR as the project merits will be commented on possibly in May 2008.  All comments on the Draft EIR will be collected, given to the EIR consultant, addressed with a final to be issues around May 9 for a 10 day review period prior to a Planning Commission hearing for certification/approval.  Any item of that mitigation measures of potentially significant could/or could not be reduces and will cause significant impact will 
need justification.  Project issues will be heard by the Planning Commission and the Board of Supervisors will hear changes in zoning.
