A regular meeting of the West Placer Municipal Advisory Council was held on Thursday, May 8, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at the Dry Creek School, Roseville, Ca.

1.  Call to Order:  Chairperson Stillman called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm and had a moment of silent for the recent death of former Supervisor/Mayor Bill Santucci who made many contributions to our community as well as Roseville and Placer County

2.  Approval of the Minutes of March 13, 2008:  Terry Webb Brown moved to approve the minutes of March 13, 2008 as presented.  George Brown seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
3.  Approval of the Agenda:  Terry Webb moved to approve the agenda. George Brown seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
4.    Public Comment: Mr. Weismantel brought up the issue of noise from 4-stroke motorcycles at Locust/Browning.  Shannon (Sheriff’s Department) would check into this.
 5.   Public Safety: 

A.  County Sheriff’s Department:  Shannon reported that there had been multiply home burglaries in the Granite Bay area with the burglar(s) entering thru the front door area.  She also informed the community of a Drug Use Forum in Placer County to be held at Franklin School, Loomis on May 22, at 6:30...    
B.  Cal-Fire: Chief Lopez commented on a 52 acre grass fire on Phillip Rd.   He also noted efforts within the District to provide letters to land owners of 5 acres or more to disk their property providing a 20 ft perimeter.  Also the safety inspections to inform homeowners of the 100 ft. defensible space expectation will begin again.  Darryl asked if the letter to larger land owners could result in fines and the answer was not at this time as there is no ordinance in place. Diane commented on the upcoming July 4th holiday and reminded the community that fireworks are illegal in unincorporated Placer County   
C.  CHP:  None 

6.  Information Items (non-action):  
     A.  Transportation element Update for the Dry Creek Community Plan – Andrew Gaber, Senior Civil Engineer, The Department of Public Works (DPW) will discuss the different alternatives that have been studied so far in conjunction with the update, and how these different alternative impact the cumulative Level’s of Service (LOS) for the roadway network within the community plan area.  DPW will present visuals to illustrate these Level’s of Service.   Phillip Vassion, DPW and Andrew Gaber gave an overview of the past Dry Creek Community history related to transportation and the Traffic Study done to find a solution to provide the best LOS (Level of Service).  The 3 alternatives presented basically provide similar LOSs’ and the Department would like to suggest a look at a 4th alternative which could require a reduction in the use of berms in the community and place sound walls instead.  They have determined that a Level C (if reachable) on PFE/Cook Riolo will require some intersection modification and a look at widening Walerga to 6 lanes.  George stated his concern with additional widening of Walerga and the impact on people already established in the area.  The MAC suggested the DPW return next month or as soon as possible with a look at alternative 4 for consideration. Mr. Gaber then spoke to the issue of Locust Road to have an overlay applied this year and Mr. Vassion will be approaching the Board of Supervisors with a weight limit requirement on Locust. 

Mr. Gaber spoke to Cook Riolo traffic issues indicating  a temporary light was being placed at the current bridge this summer, the widening of the road at the new middle school (Creekview Ranch) providing a turn lane and a signal at that location prior to the opening of school in Aug.  The replacement bridge work will not start until the Spring of 09.

      B.  Regional University Specific Plan – Paul Thompson, Planner, Planning 

Department --the Regional University Specific Plan project comprises 1, 157.5 acres and is located south of Pleasant Grove Creek between Brewer road and the western boundary of the City of Roseville, approximately 1.6 miles north of Baseline Road.  The Plan incorporates two integrated elements—the 600 acre University and the 557.5 acre Community.  The primary components of the University include the academic core, the quad, the campus commons, administration, student village, athletic facilities, faculty housing, retirement housing and open space areas.  The community is conceived as a full service community incorporating residential, retail/office, public facilities, parks and open space.  Paul Thompson presented an overview with pictures of the project.  Potentially there will be 6000 students and 800 staff members and approximately 183.5 acres of open space.  This is being presented to the MAC now as an amendment similar to the Placer Vineyards amendment to the Community Plan (exception language to provide lower LOS) will probably need to be made as the plan moves forward.  This will be an action item in June.

Linda suggested she will check on the status of the American Vineyards Villages and also bring the Sundance Project.  She again stated that members may look at the monthly CEQA listing and request a project to come on an agenda.
