WHEREAS, Roger Ingram is retiring after 31 years with the UC Cooperative
Extension; and

WHEREAS, Roger, a transplanted Texan, earned his bachelor’s and master’s
degrees in Animal Science from Texas A&M before coming to work in 1986 at
the UC Cooperative Extension as a 4-H and Livestock and Natural Resources
advisor in Nevada County. Seven years later, he became the Livestock and
Natural Resources advisor for both Placer and Nevada Counties. In 2007, he
added County Director for both Counties to his responsibilities, and has served as
ex officio to the Placer County Agricultural Commission as well as the Placer
Grown non-profit; and

WHEREAS, Roger has been an outstanding educator to small-scale farmers and
ranchers through the Beginning Farming Academy and the Farm Business
Planning Short Course, the Niche Meats Conference, his publication of the
Foothill Rancher Newsletter, his significant support of High Sierra Beef and the
Sierra Foothills Meat Buyers Club, and his major role in the development of the
regional mobile poultry processing trailer unit. Roger established the California
Sheep Academy which has evolved into the California Multi-Species Grazing
Academy; and

WHEREAS, Roger’s tireless efforts as a State-recognized expert in the fields of
pasture management and livestock management have benefitted many small
ranchers in Placer County and throughout the State; and

WHEREAS, Roger was instrumental in the formation of the Sierra Foothills Meat
Company effort to build a livestock processing facility in Placer County, including
obtaining and managing USDA Grants and other activities in order to complete a
feasibility study; and

WHEREAS, Roger’s dedication to improving rural communities, ranch
profitability and natural resource management are models for extension programs
throughout the United States.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED, that the above
COMMENDATION was duly passed by the Board of Supervisors of the County
of Placer, on behalf of the citizens of Placer County, at a regular meeting held,
June 27, 2017, recognizing and thanking Roger Ingram for his vast
accomplishments and his influence that will leave a lasting impression on our
culture, families and community.
