The Agency on Aging | Area 4 is a joint powers authority with non-profit status serving the Nevada, Placer,
Sacramento, Sierra, Sutter, Yolo and Yuba counties region. Services are provided with federal Older Americans
Act funding to older adults 60 and older.

As a joint powers authority, our Governing Board members are the County Supervisors in our 7 county service
region along with their appointed representatives for aging concerns. This enables AAA4 to have direct input
to County Supervisors to address gaps in services identified through our needs assessment surveys.
