BACKGROUND

Pursuant to federal and state law and the Placer County charter, certain federal, state, and
county elections are to be conducted by this office on the first Tuesday in November each
even-numbered year. Election Code Section 10002 and Education Code Section 5303
also provide that special district and school Governing Badies may request the Board of
Supervisors to order their elections and permit the County Clerk to render necessary
election services to said Bodies on a reimbursable basis. For the County Clerk to perferm
the functions pursuant to Election Code Section 10002 and Education Code 5303, the
County Clerk needs approval of this resolution from the Board of Supervisaors.
