BACKGROUND 

Ken Yorde has been active in Rocklin City government for over thirteen years. He 
served on the city council from November 23, 1993 to December 12, 2006. He served 
as Mayor during his 1996-1997 term and then again from 2001-2002. His hard work 
and dedication benefited the Rocklin community and Placer County through his 
commitment to public service. He was instrumental in bringing economic development 
to the city while carefully preserving a balance between land uses, including commercial 
and residential development and open space conservation. His knowledge about 
regional flood control, infrastructure, environmental issues and technology proved 
invaluable to the development of the City of Rocklin and the general regional area 
surrounding Rocklin.
