BACKGROUND: 

Sandra Elder has been a long time resident of Placer County and has actively served 
on many committees involving the preservation and restoration of historical artifacts, 
cultures, and materials that document the development and growth of Placer County. 
Sandra has served with dedication on the Historical Advisory Board representing District 
1 since May of 1985. Her term ended on June 20, 2007 after moving to another district.

WHEREAS, Sandra Elder was first appointed to the Historical Advisory Board (U1B) 
reprssenting District 1 in May of 1985; and 

WHEREAS, Sandra has continued to be reappointed through four District 1 Supervisors 
including Supervisor Mahan, Ozenick, Santucci and current Supervisor Rockholm; and 

WHEREAS, Sandra served as Chairperson for two terms during her appointments to the 
H~storical Advisory Board; and 

WHEREAS; Sandra's term and service on the Histor~cal Advisory Board representing District 
1 ended on June 30, 2007 after moving to another district; and 

WHEREAS, Sandra accomplished many milestones during her servlce on the H.4B including 
be~ng instrumental in proposing Resolution 93-289 to the Placer County Board of Supervisors 
designating a specified portion of Taylor and Sisley Roads as Historic Resources. The Board 
voted unanimously to adopt the Resolution. She also updated the HAB standing rules in effect 
today and contributed to the Strategic Planning Outline for the Department of Museums that was 
approved by the Board of Supervisors on August 12, 1998. In addition, during 2000 Sandra was 
involved in writing and presenting to the Board of Supervisors the Cultural & Historic 
Resources Preservation Ordinance, and 

WHEREAS, Sandra has been the Historical Advisory Board representatwe and appointed 
Chairperson on the Historical Organization Committee (HOC) since its formation in 2000 and 
has represented the HOC on the Placer County Visitor Center Board slnce July 2001; and 

WHEREAS, Sandra served on several task forces in support of historical preservation in Placer 
County including Bemhard PvIuseum Task Force in 2001 and the Placer Count). hluseum G ~ f t  
Shop Task Force in 2005. In hfay of 2003, Sandra was appointed by the Placer County 
Historical Society as their representative to the Historic Design Revlew Commission for the C~ty  
of -4uburn.
