SUBJECT: TOWN OF TRUCKEE TRANSIT SERVICE MOU 

ACTION REQUESTED / RECOMMENDATION 
Authorize the Board Chair to execute a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) to receive funding 
from the Town of Truckee for Tahoe Area Regional Transit (TART) bus service in FY 200612007 and 
200712008. 

BACKGROUND / SUMMARY 
TART provides five round-trips daily between Tahoe City and Truckee with service into Squaw Valley 
year-round. In the winter, TART provides 11 round-trips to better serve the employee commute times 
for the ski resorts. The Town of Truckee will reimburse Placer County in the amount of $42,000 for 
TART service in FY 200612007 and $55,000 for FY 200712008 under the terms of the MOU. The 
TART bus service between Truckee and Tahoe City cost approximately $401,000 in FY 06107 and 
$435,000 in FY 07108. The remaining costs are covered by contributions from a group of Highway 89 
resorts, the North Lake Tahoe Resort Association, Federal Transit Administration, TDA funds, and 
fare revenue. 

The Town of Truckee has coordinated closely with Placer County staff on the TART service and has 
been able to increase their funding contribution from previous years. The Truckee connection is an 
important part of the regional transit system and benefits Placer County businesses and residents. 
Ridership on the Truckee route has increased steadily and is one of the fastest growing segments of 
the TART service. Ridership on this route increased from 69,344 in FY 200512006 to 76,491 in FY 
2006107 (+lo%). The overall TART ridership grew by 7% during that same period. 

Placer County is also working with the Town on the Highway 267 service, which is the subject of a 
separate agreement. In the past, the Town has provided winter transit service on Highway 267 into 
Northstar and Kings Beach with their transit contractor. Starting in winter of 2007108, the Highway 
267 service will be provided by TART with a portion of the funding coming from the Town of Truckee. 

ENVIRONMENTAL 
This project is statutorily exempt from CEQA pursuant to Public Resource Code 21080(b)(10), as it is 
a project to provide passenger service. 

FISCAL IMPACT 
The revenue from the Town of Truckee covers the amount budgeted in the 200612007 and 200712008 
TART budgets.
