SUBJECT: Approve Change Order NO.4 to Blanket Purchase Order No. 14109 with Accurate
Fire Protection, Inc. for Fire Sprinkler Maintenance, Inspection and Testing,
Increasing the Maximum Amount by $40,000.00 for a Revised Maximum Amount of
$190,000.00

ACTION REQUESTED

Approve Change Order NO.4 to Blanket Purchase Order (BPO) No. 14109 with Accurate Fire
Protection, Inc. of Sacramento for fire sprinkler maintenance, inspection and testing, and authorize
the Purchasing Manager to sign the resulting change order to increase the maximum amount by
$40,000.00 for a revised maximum amount of $190,000.00.

BACKGROUND

On July 13, 2004, your Board approved the award of a BPO with Accurate Fire Protection in the
amount of $150,000.00 for the period September 3, 2004 through August 31, 2005 as a result of
competitive Bid No. 9336. Your Board approved two subsequent renewals of the BPO, with the
second renewal expiring September 30, 2007. The second renewal expiration date was extended
to November 30,2007 (Change Order No.1), and then to March 31, 2008 (Change Order No.2),
to ensure coverage during the bidding period. However, at Facility Services' request, the bid to
replace the current BPO was cancelled due to significant revisions to the scope of work and bid
document. As a result, the BPO was extended for a third time to September 30, 2008 (Change
Order No.3) to provide coverage while the bid is currently being revised and re-bid. Facility
Services has requested this increase the BPO amount (Change Order No.4) to cover invoices for
this extended period. In accordance with the Purchasing Policy Manual, Paragraph 2.1 (g), this
increase exceeds the Purchasing Manager's authority and requires your Board's approval.

FISCAL IMPACT

The requested change order will increase the total value of this BPO to $190,000.00. The
Department of Facility Services' Fiscal Impact Statement is attached.
