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9.2 BIKEWAY, TRAIL, AND PATHWAY RECOMMENDATIONS 
The Bikeway, Trail and Pathway recommendations provides safe travel for pedestrians, cyclists, 
and others, whether it’s a shared on-road facility or separated off-road facility. The goal is to 
provide a safe alternative to the automobile that can provide convenient and efficient access 
throughout the Plan area. 

The proposed bikeway and trail routes, shown on the Community Plan Trail Map, create a vision 
for a coordinated system of trails throughout Sheridan and beyond. There are currently no trails 
or bikeways in the Plan area. However, the transfer of Sheridan Lincoln Boulevard (former 
Highway 65) to the County will accommodate bicycle use along both shoulders. The roads in the 
Sheridan area host groups of bicyclists drawn to the relatively low volume roads. The proposed 
bikeway and trail system in Sheridan provides recreational, safety, and utilitarian component as 
bikeways can provide an alternative mode of transportation. The long-range trails plan for 
Sheridan provides for new or improved linkages between parks and natural areas, points of 
interest, and neighboring communities. 

Establishing a system of trails in an existing built community is a challenge. Sheridan was 
developed around automobile transportation and pedestrian and bike facilities were secondary 
considerations. The present popularity of cycling and walking as a mode of transportation and the 
emphasis on active living and other current trends were not anticipated or planned. Pedestrian 
connectivity in Sheridan is limited and is primarily provided on road shoulders. 

From a regional perspective, facilities for cycling are of paramount interest due to their efficiency 
as a travel mode over short, medium, and longer distances. Pedestrian travel, while still very 
important, tends to be a much more localized form of non-motorized transportation and is, for 
most people, a more practical option in or near urban areas where population density is higher 
and trip lengths are relatively short. 

The Placer County Regional Bikeway Plan, prepared by the Placer County Transportation Planning 
Agency and adopted by the Board of Supervisors in 2002 2018, provides a directory of both the 
existing regional bikeways and proposed bikeway network improvements to regional bikeways 
within unincorporated Placer County. This plan is intended to supplement the Placer County 
General Plan and Sheridan Community Plan. The plan calls for the creation of a Class II IV 
separated bike lane on the current Highway 65 Sheridan Lincoln Boulevard from Lincoln to the 
Bear River with the addition of appropriate signage and pavement markings. Riosa Road and a 
Shared Use Path from Riosa Road north to the Yuba County line.  The Planned Bikeway Facilities 
– Sheridan diagram presents the portion of the Bikeway Plan which covers the Plan Area.
Where the Regional Bikeway Plan does not specifically address bikeways,  Map 3 Sheridan 
Community Plan Proposed Trails shall apply.

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Air Travel 
The City of Auburn Municipal Airport is located near the General Plan area on New Airport 

Road.  The airport operates as a general aviation facility for the plan area with a 3,100 foot runway. 
Railroads 
Rail service in the General Plan area is provided by the Southern Pacific Railroad. The railroad 

connects Sacramento and Reno and provides freight service for the area. There are no passenger 
stops in the General Plan area. 

Plan Requirements 
The area will require improvements to the circulation network as growth occurs in the 

vicinity. New local roads needed to serve developing parcels will be the responsibility of the 
developer. Local County maintained roads such as Placer Hills Road, Applegate Road, and Canyon 
Way will require curve improvement, shoulder addition and similar safety improvements as local 
growth occurs. 

Public transit service should continue with expanded service in the future as growth occurs to 
meet the needs of the local citizen. 

Non-Auto Circulation 
The purpose of this circulation system is to provide an alternate means of transportation to the 

automobile. Through striping changes and shoulder improvement, bicycles, pedestrians and 
equestrians can be safely accommodated within the existing road network. 

There is a need for an equestrian trail system within the General Plan area. The system would 
include both on and off highway trails for recreational use. An inventory of currently used trails was 
presented to staff and reviewed as a base for a study of future trails. Off-highway trails have 
significant safety and aesthetic benefits, however, legal easements are difficult and expensive to 
obtain. Public road right-of-way can be planned for extra width to provide for a trail system adjacent 
to the roadway. Additional work will be required from the equestrian community to obtain support 
from affected property owners to resolve the easement problems. 

    The Placer County Regional Bikeway Plan, prepared by the Placer County 
Transportation Planning Agency and adopted by the Board of Supervisors in 2018, provides a 
directory of both the existing regional bikeways and proposed bikeway network 
improvements within unincorporated Placer County. This plan is intended to supplement the 
Placer County General Plan and the Weimar Applegate Clipper Gap General Plan. These 
routes are adopted herein by reference to the Placer County Regional Bikeway Plan (2018).  
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
